C h a i L i g h t s  G o e s  C o u n t r y   
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A Purim Tale 
 
Once upon a time, there was a heroic rabbinic student (Yay!), excited to 
expand her knowledge, develop new skills, and serve the Jewish  
people. Yet, after completing an undergraduate degree and a year-long 
program of intensive study in Israel, a rigid evil curriculum (Boo!)  
continued to limit the courses she was allowed to take. Instead of "Jews 
and Film," she had to take "Jewish Medieval Philosophy;" instead of "Love and Rapture in the 
Song of Songs," it was decreed she must first complete "Biblical Grammar." And when, after 
meeting her prince, she transferred from an unwalled city (the open campus in Cincinnati) to a 
walled city (New York's single building), matters got even worse, for the evil curriculum (Boo!) 
was different in this new city and there were even more prescribed courses she needed to com-
plete. 
 
Thus it was that our heroine still found herself, resentful and pouting, in an introductory level 
liturgy course as an upper-class student. Yet even though this was an introductory level course, 
this was not an introductory level professor.

And she still, to this day, consults her notes 
from his courses, utilizes techniques from his classes, and orders ï sight unseen ï most 
anything he's ever written. And hers is not a singular tale. Wherever the professor (rabbi/author/ 
scholar) has visited as Scholar in Residence, congregations have declared it The Best Shabbat 
Ever. Whenever he has made presentations at conferences and Biennial conventions, they 
have been decreed The Best Sessions Ever. And now it's our congregation's turn... 
 
Thanks to the generosity of Jan Pomerantz and Everett Wilcox, and their commitment to deep 
learning and strategic visioning at KKBE, as well as the Brady Lecture Fund, our congregation 
will host Rabbi Larry Hoffman (Yay!) for a Shabbat of engaging learning. Details can be found 
inside this newsletter on page 10.  Please mark your calendars now and make every effort to join 
us for this special Shabbat of learning.

This past weekend, I had the privilege of attending our annual Mitzvah      
Member recognition event.  This is the event when we recognize and thank those 
who make a dues commitment above and beyond their regular dues to support the 
operations of our Temple.  The event was well attended, and a good time was had by 
all.  I said during my remarks that it would be my fondest wish that in future years we 
had to hold our Mitzvah Member Recognition event ï like our High Holy Day Services 
ï at Memminger Auditorium, so we could fit everyone in.   

 
I made the remark partly in jest, but as I thought back on it, I realized that it truly is what I 

wish for us.  I really do hope that we create a community where everyone is so engaged and       
invested in our Community that we all feel compelled to go above and beyond to support our     
Temple,  today and into the future.  But first, I know, we have to build a community worthy of that 
level of devotion.  I promise we are working hard to make that a reality.  A surprising number of 
people are devoting an enormous amount of time to making us better at being better. 

 
From examining our priorities, to improving our systems and processes, to investing in      

education, worship, and programming that is engaging to as wide a variety of people as possible, 
we are working to become our best self.  Hopefully, you are beginning to see the product of all of 
that work, and you are inspired to contribute to our success.  Because, as you all know, a          
Congregation does not run simply on prayer and good intention.  There are buildings and           
cemeteries to maintain, programming to support, and staff to pay.  All of this takes money.   

 
Our annual budget is a little over $1.1 million, which is actually pretty lean for a congregation 

of our size ï particularly when you consider the added cost of maintaining our historic properties.  
Regular member dues provide about 55% of the funds needed to support that budget.  Our          
Sisterhood provides additional support, as do various invested and endowed funds.  Fundraising 
activities provide most of the rest, but year after year we are faced with a shortfall in our budget.  
Sometimes it is a few thousand dollars, sometimes it is tens of thousands of dollars.  For the last 
few years, Mitzvah Members have mostly closed that gap in our funding, but unless or until we are 
able to significantly increase our endowed funds and the annual income they generate, or we are 
forced to significantly increase dues, that annual shortfall and that annual need is going to continue, 
and it simply is not sustainable for a healthy Congregation. 
 
 And so I am asking all of you to please consider becoming a Mitzvah Member, not next year or 
the year after, but right now.  With an entry level as low as $50, there is no reason that we cannot 
all say we are willing to go above and beyond to support our Temple.  Whether it is an extra $50 or 
an extra $5,000, we can all do something to help KKBE realize its mission.  Please join the 122 
families that have contributed an additional $59,000 in dues this year by becoming a Mitzvah    
Member today.

Since moving to Charleston, Penny has served KKBE and Sisterhood in many 
capacities over the years. Supporting her husband, Paul, she helped lead the 
Jewish Mysticism Chavurah and with Sharon Lieb Baker, organized the Writers 
Chavurah. Penny and Paul were also among the early supporters when KKBE 
joined the Charleston Area Justice Ministry (CAJM) and continue to hold house 
meetings each year, supporting the Actions of CAJM and encouraging others to do 
so. 
 
Penny grew up in Pittsburgh, PA. She attended the University of Pittsburgh, graduating with a BS degree in 
elementary education and then went on to earn a masters degree from the University of Cincinnati. She 
spent summers taking additional classes and became a fellow of the Western PA Writing Project. Penny 
taught for 35 years, (the last 23 Years) in Pittsburgh Public Schools. She and a co-teacher, Barbara Clark, 
created a non-profit, The Heartwood StoryBus, later renamed The Healy-Heartwood StoryBus, for children 
in three of the public schools. Professional storytellers told stories from the Heartwood Ethics Curriculum for 
Children to kids riding to school on this special bus. When Penny retired in 2000, she worked as a 
curriculum writer for The Heartwood Institute. 
 
Penny has served on our KKBE East Cooper Committee for five years. 
 
A few years back, Penny was asked to bake for a KKBE oneg and find others to help. In response she 
organized the Bakers Dozen, a group of bakers who could be called on at the last minute to provide special 
refreshments when unscheduled occasions arise.
