Talmudic rabbis 
quote Mishnaic rabbis. Rabbis of the Mishnah quote 
their predecessors and peers. And every sage looks 
for prooftexts in the Torah or wider Hebrew Bible to 
support and substantiate their arguments. 
 

Your KKBE rabbis are no different. We consult 
sources, we look to scholars. We even open some of those many 
books on our bookshelves. Doing so is an important way of calibrating 
our Jewish moral compasses. And during the upcoming semester of 
Adult Ed, our two 4-week courses are designed to help Rabbi Kanter 
and me introduce you to some of our favorites. 
 

In Reform Judaism: An Intellectual Primer (February 2, 9, 16, 23 at 8 
pm), we'll share some of our favorite written sources; our most  
respected national and international teachers. They're the ones that 
have shaped us ï not just as rabbis, but as Reform Jews and (we 
hope) conscientious human beings. Like the newspapers and  
commentators in which you have the most confidence and trust, these 
are the rabbis and scholars whose teachings and writings we look to 
most consistently. We quote them in our sermons and reference them 
in our classes, but this will be an opportunity for all of us to get to know 
them better. 
 

In the local arena, "Between Two Ferns" with Community Clergy 
(March 9, 16, 23, 30 at 8pm) will introduce you to some of the  
colleagues who are often my first line of inquiry when navigating the 
path of social justice here in Charleston. Each week, I'll sit down with 
one of my colleagues ï a different member of the Charleston clergy 
each week ï and we'll discuss their religious faith, house of worship, 
path to religious leadership, reflections on Charleston's past and future. 
And since these wonderful colleagues have also become dear friends, 
we'll also be able to comfortably pose the occasional irreverent  
question or two. 
 

So please do join us for these exciting upcoming sessions. Whether it's 
on a page of text or sitting down in person ï there's someone special 
we'd like you to meet!

I stepped of the plane in Nashville to attend the NATA and NAASE Conference 
not knowing quite what to expecté Wait, of course, why would you, or anyone 
know what NATA and NAASE isé 
 

NATA is the National Association for Temple Administrators, serving the  
Reform Movement synagogues and NAASE is the North American Association 
of Synagogue Executives, serving the Conservative movement congregations 
ð their combined conference (the first time in eight years) is comprised of almost 300 synagogue  
administrative management attendees from across the U.S and Canada ð the Montr®alais were festive 
to say the least. 
 

The conference itself was a packed five-day program filled with discussions, study, speakers,  
networking and education.  The theme this year was ñKulanu BôYachad: Coming Togetherò, bringing  
colleagues from across both movements to meet, socialize and moreover share experiences and ideas 
ð this is only the second time the two organizations have held a joint conference-honestly, it was  
remarkable.  
 

The opening night festivities were the kick-off to what would be an illuminating week. I was part of the 
first-timers club (there were 54 of us!) which was a great way to meet other neophyte members and  
discuss some of our collective challenges, issues facing all congregations and the trends we are  
observing within our respective congregations across the nation and abroad irrespective of size and  
locality.  It was truly a great experience to be with kindred, like-minded individuals at the start of this 
multi-day event.  All of which gave me great insights that I eagerly shared with both the lay leadership 
and the clergy. 
 

One of the highlights of the conference was a seminar given by the esteemed Rabbi Lou Feldstein, a 
compelling speaker, who touched upon truly relevant topics that affect all synagogue management: best 
practices for leadership development, enhancing congregational relationships and building upon a  
culture of philanthropy ð in short, how to strengthen your organization in a positive and spiritual way. 
Rabbi Feldstein was at a Reform congregation on the south side of Atlanta for over a decade, served as 
the COO of the Jewish Federation of Greater Atlanta, and now runs a successful organizational and 
change management-consulting firm. He seemed well attuned to not only New South Jewry, but really 
offered a global prospective. I left feeling inspired, energized and will with hope that I would be able to 
share some of the ideas I learned at forthcoming staff, leadership and programming meetings.   
 

Professional development is of course key to any position. Certainly, it is especially critical to stay  
relevant in an ever-evolving environment. Conferences like this provide a deeper understanding of what 
it means to be a professional Jewish leader, along with creating a greater appreciation of the  
implications and impacts of the work we do.    
 

I walked away with a great sense of community, a broader sense of the Jewish Life beyond the four 
walls around KKBE and my own personal experiences have offered. I made new friends (think summer 
camp for adults) with offers to visit up and down the Eastern Seaboard from Newport, Rhode Island, to 
Charlotte, North Carolina.  
 
I would like to sincerely thank the Saul Alexander Foundation at the Coastal Community Foundation for 
providing grant funding to offset a portion of the costs of my attendance at this meaningful  
conference.

If itôs not Valentineôs Day, then itôs Halloween or some other holiday that originated as a non-Jewish religious 
observance, but has largely come to be regarded as ñsecularò ï members of our community want to know: Is 
it ñkosherò for a Jew to celebrate or not? As it turns out, precisely this question was posed to the Responsa 
Committee of the Central Conference of American Rabbis, the umbrella organization for Reform Rabbis in 
North America. In this session, weôll study that text ï for its answer to the specific question about observing 
Valentineôs Day and other holidays, but also as an opportunity to learn more about the evolution of Jewish 
practice and law through the process of writing and responding to Responsa.  
 
February 16: Marriage Equality ï Whatôs Jewish About It?  
Presented by Rabbi Greg Kanter 
Now that new challenges are arising to the legality of marriage equality, letôs take a look at Jewish views of 
marriage and marriage equality. Where does Reform Judaism weigh in? Why should I care?  
 
February 23:  More Complex than Meets the Eye: Israelôs Relationships with World Powers  
Presented by: John Creed, Associate Professor, Political Science, College of Charleston. 
While scholars regularly debate Israelôs domestic politics and the nature of its interactions with the Arab 
states, there is a more complex and nuanced set of relationships ongoing between Israel and other parts of 
the world that garners much less attention. Join John Creed, Associate Professor of Political Science for a 
talk focusing on those dynamics, including Israelôs relations with established world powers like the U.S., the 
EU, Russia and Japan, as well as emerging world powers like China, India and Brazil. The discussion will 
center around the emerging tensions present in these relationships between security and honor for the  
Israeli state.
