This semester several of our KKBE congregants as well as others from the larger Jewish 
community have had the extraordinary opportunity to study Southern Jewish History at the College 
of Charleston.  The semester-long course is being taught by visiting Professor Rabbi Dr. Gary Zola 
who is the Arnold Distinguished Visiting Chair in Jewish Studies.  He is the Executive Director of the 
Jacob Rader Marcus Center of the American Jewish Archives and Professor of the American 
Jewish Experience at Hebrew Union College-Jewish Institute of Religion in Cincinnati.   
 
Dr. Zola is no stranger to us in Charleston.  He spent many days here as he did research on the 
Reformed Society of Israelites.  His book, Isaac Harby of Charleston, 1788-1828, Jewish Reformer 
and Intellectual, was published in 1994.  His course on Southern Jewish History is a broader study 
of the early Jews in Southern Colonial America who form the foundation of our Jewish community 
today.  One of the overriding themes is the ñcommunityò these Jews formed when they settled in the 
American South. The South offered them freedom of religion, freedom to work, study, own land, 
hold office, vote é rights we take for granted today, but freedoms, hard won, that we should protect 
vigorously every day.  Yet, with those privileges and responsibilities, the early settlers also knew the 
importance of community.  They founded a synagogue, cemeteries, benevolent societies and more to strengthen their lives as Jews.   
 
And today, many years and events since 1695 when we can document the first Jew in the Carolina Colony, the theme and importance 
of community is foremost in our thoughts.  At this just-past URJ/WRJ Biennial, we were constantly reminded to practice ñaudacious 
hospitalityò in our synagogues.  One by one we can build a strong and welcoming Jewish community if we remember to reach out to 
others.  Encouraging lifelong participation in the joys of Jewish living is our generationôs responsibility. 
 
A simple ñhelloò is a big start.

Purim on the Peninsula 

 

Our story picks up outside of Shushan in a suburb called Sullivan's Island.  Shushan is a peninsula that is 
separated on one side by a river called the Ashley and the other side by a river called the Cooper.  On 
Sullivan's Island, Esther, a young Jewish maiden, lives with her Uncle Mordecai.  They have a nice life, 
spending time on the beach, driving in their golf cart to Poe's Tavern for drinks with friends and generally 
loving the laid-back lifestyle afforded them.  But Mordecai has bigger aspirations for his niece.  He wants  her 
to be treated like royalty.  

 

One day, Uncle Mordecai reads in the Post and Courier that King Ahasuerus is hosting a beauty pageant to 
crown the next Ms. ShrimpnGrits of the Lowcounty. The King is recently single and has had no luck with 
Match.com, eharmony.com, christianmingle.com, and the list goes on.  The King would like to see if he can 
find romance with the winner of the pageant. 

 

Recognizing Esther's natural beauty and hoping only the best for his niece, Mordecai encourages her to 
enter the pageant.  They do not however want to disclose her identity as a Jew.      

 

On the Shabbat before the pageant, while Esther and Mordechai are at KKBE for the Kabbalat Shabbat Service, Mordecai mentions to Silver, the 
officer on duty, that his niece is entering the pageant.  Silver is excited by the prospect that one of "his" kids could become Shushan royalty.  He 
reminds Mordecai and Esther of the impending winter storm and reassures them that he will do whatever it takes to make sure Esther can make it 
to the pageant.  Esther and Mordecai wouldn't want to get stuck on the other side of the Ravenel Bridge like they did two weeks prior.     

 

The evening before the pageant is to take place, Commissioner Haman, head of the Shushan Department of Transportation, is perusing 
Facebook.  He notices the event page for the Shushan pageant and sees that Esther will be entering, and that she hopes the storm doesn't keep 
her away. Haman, who controls the Ravenel Bridge, is known to be a rabid anti-Semite.  He knows Esther is Jewish and he is determined to keep 
her from the pageant! 

 

As the storm approaches, Shushan is hit withérain, only rain.  Yes, it's a bit chilly, but they wouldn't shut the bridge indefinitely for two days 
because of rain, or would they?  Haman orders his men to close the bridge.   

 

Recognizing that Esther won't be able to make it to the pageant, Silver jumps into action.  He races around interstate 526, taking about 2 hours to 
get to Esther and Mordecai.  Knowing that they don't have time to go all the way back around, they take their chances with Hamanôs henchmen 
and the closed bridge.  Racing around the police car blockade, Silver gets Esther and Mordecai over the Ravenel Bridge, which is completely dry 
and free of ice, to the pageant on time.  Smitten with Esther, King Ahasuerus instantly names Esther Ms. ShrimpnGrits and intends to marry her.   

 

Demanding swift justice for the bridge closing and suspecting Haman had something to do with it, King Ahasuerus dispatchs him.  To celebrate 
the victory of Esther over the Shushan Department of Transportation, the men of the Department arecommanded to get into the kitchens of 
Shushan and bake these weird triangular pastries looking like the peaks of the bridge and in memory of the Commissioner, they call them 
Hamantaschen.

Itôs March, and in case you have not figured it out by now, Purim is rapidly approaching.  As you 
can see from the pictures throughout this edition of Chailights, and many of the articles, too, we 
take Purim seriously around here ï that is to say, not seriously at all.  So as I sat down to write 
this monthôs article I tried to decide what kind of frivolity I could think up for this article.  In the 
end, being a bit of a contrarian, I decided to be serious.   
 

Purim is not the only thing happening in March.  With any luck, come March 1, we will also have 
a new Assistant Rabbi, who will move to Charleston and start working with us on July 1, 2014.  
We are almost at the end of the process as I write this, and by the time you read this, it will likely 
be over.  I will be immensely relieved, but also a little wistful, because it is a very rewarding process.  I have had the honor and 
privilege of meeting a dozen young men and women who will shortly be ordained as rabbis, and have made the commitment to 
dedicate their professional lives to a sacred mission.  I can tell you, based on what I have seen over the last couple of months that the 
Jewish people are in good hands. 
 

This is the second Search Committee I have had the privilege to chair, and I must say, it brings out the best in people.  It also gives 
me the opportunity to spend time with members of the Congregation and get to know them better.  I have been gratified by the 
flexibility, wisdom, and insight of the dozen people who have served on this committee with me, and I want to publicly acknowledge 
their contributions.  Our Board has been well represented, with Anita Rosenberg, Randi Serrins, Harry Goldberg, Beth Elmaleh 
Stapleton and Sarah Swingle pitching in to entertain, dine with, and ask probing questions of the candidates who have come to visit.

But what strikes 
me is the utter disrepair that has been allowed to occur there.  Gravestones are unreadable, often broken, or leaning precariously in 
the ground.  The walls are collapsing, and many trees are overgrown. 
 
I ask myself how we let this happen.  Jews love a good story.  We revere our ancestors and treasure our history.  The same can be 
said of Charlestonians.  Yet here in Charleston stands a historic Jewish cemetery in need of much tender loving care.  Many 
individuals in our Congregation are passionately engaged in taking the steps necessary to provide the attention the Coming Street 
Cemetery needs, but the action required is more than a few people can accomplish.  Indeed, it is probably a task, and a responsibility, 
that extends beyond our Congregation and even beyond Charleston.   

 

There are many great ideas about how to restore the Coming Street Cemetery, and you will hear of them in the coming months and 
years. I hope if you share a love of history, an interest in architecture, or a sense of responsibility to care for the remains of those on 
whose shoulders we stand to reach the place we occupy today, that you will pitch in and lend whatever support you can to these 
efforts.

Penina Moise (1797-1880) 

 

Penina Moise, a member of our congregation, whose 
poetry was published in newspapers and periodicals during 
the 19th century was unusual for her time as her poetry 
was published using her name and/or her initials rather 
than under a pseudonym. 
We have a copy of her portrait in our museum and she is 
buried in Coming Street Cemetery.  Her poem below, 
 "To Persecuted Foreigners" was published in 1820, 
prefiguring Emma Lazarus', "The New Colossus" in 1883. 
Miss Moise was also the second superintendent of our 
Sunday School and many of her hymns were used in the 
Union Hymnbook. 
 

To Persecuted Foreigners: 

Fly from the soil whose desolating creed, Outraging faith, 
makes human victims bleed. Welcome! where every Muse 
has reared a shrine, The aspect of wild Freedom to refine.  
 

Upon our Chieftainôs brow no crown appears; No gems are 
mingled with his silver hairs, Enough that Laurels bloom 
amid its snows, Enriched with these, the sage all else 
foregoes.  
 

If thou art one of that oppressed race, 
Whose pilgrimage from Palestine we trace, Brave the 
AtlanticðHopeôs broad anchor weigh, A Western Sun will 
gild your future day.  
 

Zeal is not blind in this our tempôrate soil; 
She has no scourge to make the soul recoil. 
Her darkness vanished when our stars did flash; Her red 
arm grasped by Reason dropt the lash.  
 

Our Union, Liberty and Peace imparts, 
Stampt on our standards, graven on our hearts, The first, 
from crushôd Ambitionôs ruin rose, The last, on Victoryôs 
field spontaneous grows.  
 

Rise, then, elastic from Oppressionôs tread, Come and 
repose on Plentyôs flowery bed. Oh! Not as Strangers shall 
your welcome be, Come to the homes and bosoms of the 
free!
